Students should be aware that there will be both other schools and members of the public at the
Theatre during their excursion.

We ask that teachers outline the following Code of Conduct and monitor student behaviour on the
day.

STUDENTS SHOULD:

0 Behave in a courteous and responsible manner at all times.

0 Be considerate of the needs of other visitors to the Theatre (both schools and members of
the public) both inside and outside the auditorium.

0 Keep their pace to a walk inside the Theatre, particularly when entering and exiting from

the auditorium.

Keep their feet on the ground at all times while seated in the auditorium.

Refrain from throwing any items or food in the auditorium during the screening.

Not talk or disrupt the viewing of other audience members in any way.

Wait until fully seated before putting their 3D glasses on.

Return 3D glasses at the end of the session.

Place all rubbish in the bins provided (at rear of auditorium and foyers).
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IMAX reserves the right to remove any student/s from a film session if their behaviour is deliberately
and consistently disruptive. If in the event a student is asked to leave the Theatre or Auditorium, a
teacher will be required to supervise the student/s, in the foyer or outside the building, until the
film session had ended.
